2. Offer her for sale first to members (and to Tristine Mattison & her family as per 
original agreement) as outlined below. 
3. Set our estimated value at $1500 - 1800, but privately set a minimum the RMSC BOD 
will accept (XXXX as our reserve). 
4. At Oct 12th regular RMSC meeting - have car on display and available to view/drive 
starting at 6 PM. 
5. Request interested RMSC member bidders to submit sealed bids no later than 8:00 PM 
that evening (Bids submitted to Tom before the meeting will be accepted). 
6. Open bids before close of meeting. 
7. Accept the highest gross bid that exceeds our reserve. 
8. A provision for RMSC members that worked on her (Tristine) during the past 6 
months; discount the price to them as follows, to encourage bidding and recognize 
contributions in labor. 
9. Set quali fying members (See #8) final bid price as their high bid ($) minus the number 
of hours worked by that member x $5/hr.  Example: if an RMSC member bids $1450, 



and is the highest bidder, and has worked on the car 30 hours the selli ng price would be 
$1300. 
10. Compare bids on the basis of highest gross bid before the work discount. Someone 
who worked few hours or none could be the winner of the car but would pay more. 
11. If this private RMSC auction doesn©t bring our reserve price or higher we will offer 
her for sale to the public at large. 
This process can be used as a trial run to explore what might work when the club puts
